	SMSA commits to actively combat the illegal trade of wildlife and wildlife products. Aligning with the Buckingham Palace Declaration, this policy outlines our dedication to preventing our transportation and logistics networks from being exploited for illegal wildlife trade. We recognize the importance of biodiversity conservation and the urgent need to eradicate the illicit wildlife market that poses a threat to wildlife conservation and global biodiversity.

	We maintain a strict zero-tolerance policy against the illegal wildlife trade. Any involvement or complicity, knowingly or unknowingly, in such activities will be subjected to penalties as per local regulations.

	Awareness and Training:

All employees will receive training to identify and report potential illegal wildlife trade. This includes recognizing wildlife and wildlife products that are often trafficked and understanding the legal implications of trafficking.

Regular awareness campaigns will be conducted to keep this issue at the forefront of our operations.

Information Sharing and Collaboration:

We will collaborate with law enforcement, governmental bodies, and conservation organizations to share information and intelligence on suspected illegal wildlife trafficking.

Partnerships will be established with other stakeholders to strengthen our network against wildlife crime.

Technological Integration:

SMSA invests in technology for better tracking and monitoring of our cargo, ensuring transparency and traceability in our logistics chain.

Review of Processes and Practices:

Regular audits and reviews of our operational processes will be conducted to ensure they are not susceptible to misuse for illegal wildlife trade.

Any loopholes identified will be promptly addressed and rectified.

 Legal Compliance and Policy Support:

We commit to complying with all national and international laws related to wildlife trade.

We support the development of policies and legislation that aim to eradicate illegal wildlife trade.

Sustainable Practices and Supply Chain Integrity:

We will ensure that our supply chains are sustainable and free from illegal wildlife products.

Suppliers and partners will be required to adhere to our standards and commitment against the illegal wildlife trade.

Reporting Mechanisms:

A clear and accessible reporting mechanism has been established for staff and external stakeholders to report suspicions of illegal wildlife trade.
