	Brief
	SMSA Express requires every package shipped to be properly identified, marked, and labeled. 

	Purpose
	Proper labeling helps SMSA Express to deliver shipments on time to correct destination.

	Responsibilities
	The SSC Executive is responsible to stick the correct required label at the time of shipment’s acceptance.

	Guidelines
	Each shipment must contain the following:
Complete AWB or IMPS label
Signed commercial invoice (original and two copies) attached in separate pouch, when required.
Destination routing code
Service label
Other appropriate labels, such as, Fragile, Perishable, Actual & DIM, Heavy, and Dangerous Goods
See labels list and pictures

SSC Executive is responsible to place the required label on the package. 

Labels should be placed on the same side of the package.

Labels should be placed on the shipment documents if the package is too small for all labels and marking to fit the same side of the package.
